Mr. Satterfield moved to approve the minutes of the April 12, 2007 minutes.  Mr. Lee seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Case No. 07-07
Cowperwood Company (Mitzi Hairston, Property Manager), 1009 Commerce Park Drive, Suite 500, is requesting a variance to Section 1020.1 Single Exit of the Standard Building Code
Mitzi Hairston of Cowperwood Company appeared before the Board.  The suite being considered for variance is in Tech Center II and is currently 5,400 square feet.  Ms. Hairston wants to divide the space into two suites of 2,700 square feet, each with its own entrance.  The plan calls for an egress travel distance of greater than the 75-foot maximum called for under the 1999 Standard Building Code.  However, the City of Oak Ridge intends to adopt the 2006 International Building Code at some point this year.  IBC allows for a 100-foot travel distance.  Ms. Hairston stated that the plan included a firewall between the two suites and that the building was fully sprinklered.  Based upon the support of the Fire Prevention Office and the impending adoption of the new code, Mr. Satterfield moved to approve the variance.  Ms. Hunter seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
There being no new business or communications, the meeting adjourned at 3:15 PM.
