Case No. 07-08


David Neusel, Property Owner, 93-99 Georgia Avenue, is requesting a 

variance to Sections 303.13.1, 303.9, 303.2, and 302.7 of the Oak Ridge 

Property Maintenance Code.

Mr. Neusel was not present for the meeting. A letter was read that Mr. Neusel had previously sent to the Code Enforcement Office with his intention for the apartment building.  However it was noted that no apparent compliance had been made by Mr. Neusel to comply. Nor had he applied for the demolition permit he had requested that the City send to him.  All information that had been sent to Mr. Neusel as requested had been returned to the City as unclaimed. The Board denied Mr. Neusel’s request.

Case No. 07-09

MMC Sleep Center (Aaron Isbill), 994 Oak Ridge Turnpike, is requesting a variance to Sections Vol. 1-C, 4.6.5 (E), ADDAAG Figures 30(A) and 30 (C) Vol. 1C of the North Carolina Handicap Code.  

Aaron Isbill of Rentenbach Contractors INC./Methodist Medical Center appeared before the Board.  The grab bar in the patient toilet room is required to be 36 inches above the finished floor. However with this height, the grab bar would be placed directly over the sink and not allow the full usage of the sink. There is only 35 inches of space from wall to case work for the back rail. Therefore, the request is for the grab bar to be placed 34 inches above the finished floor and in direct line with the top of the sink.  Based upon the support of the Plumbing Inspector and the design change being only within two inches of the requirement, Mr. Michael Brown made the motion to approve the variance.  Mr. Russell seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

Case No. 07-10


Wilma C. Dantzler (c/o Louis Volk), 140 Wellington Circle, is in violation 

of Sections 303.2, 303.7, 304.1, 304.3, 305.1, 305.2, 305.3, 504.1, 603.1,

605.1 and 702.1 of the International Property Maintenance Code.

Tim Cochran read the summary of the case. Barbara Reed a member of  St. Stephen’s Episcopal Church spoke and stated that St. Stephens had helped the Dantzler family five years ago.  The conditions of the house were deplorable at the time and the sub-floor was replaced because of a water leak around the tub.  Michael Brown stated the there were some unknowns and applauded the church for their actions. However, Michael Brown, Joseph Lee and John Russell all had the same reservations and concerns. The conclusion was that the house was not to the point that it could not be rehabbed. The family needed legal counseling as well as a mental assessment. Joseph Lee made the motion that the house be cleaned and repaired prior to Ms. Dantzler moving back in. He further requested that the house be posted as unfit until the repairs are made.  The repairs to the house are to be made in 60 days. Michael Brown seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

There was no new business or communications, the meeting adjourned at 4:00 P.M.
