Unfinished Business
The property at 266-268 Jefferson Avenue is in the process of being sold to a developer who plans to rebuild a four-plex in its place.  The developer is waiting for the owners to return an executed contract.  Completion of demolition is scheduled for October 1.  These developments render the Board’s demolition order from July moot.

Case No. 07-14
Dorothy Senn, 108 Nesper Road, violation to Sections 303.2 Protective Treatment, 303.6 Exterior Walls, 303.7 Roofs and Drainage, and 3.313 Windows, Skylight and Door Frames of the Oak Ridge Property Maintenance Code
The City received a letter from Ms. Senn stating that Mediterranean Rentals intends to remediate all deficiencies.  For this reason, the City has chosen to withdraw its case.
Case No. 07-15
David Nelson, 121 Goucher Circle, violation to Section 303.7 Roofs and Drainage of the Oak Ridge Property Code.
Mr. Nelson called Kay Littlejohn to state that he had been in and out of the hospital.  He further stated that he would have someone coming to the property to help him this weekend and requested for the City to work with him and to give him time to resolve the issue.  The City has chosen to withdraw its case at this time.

Case No. 07-16

Wanda Wylene Owens, 135 S. Purdue Avenue, violation to Sections 9-225 Unfit For Human Occupation Or Use; Defined, 9-226 Nuisance, and 9-227 Standards For Repair, Vacation, or Demolition of the Oak Ridge Property Maintenance Code

Ms. Littlejohn presented information to the Board concerning the state of dilapidation of the roof and exterior wall.  Additionally, the door was open and a window is broken, resulting in the property being unsecured against vagrancy.  The City received a letter from New Life Church of the Nazarene which stated that the church intends to purchase the property from Ms. Owens.  The church requested that the Board not order demolition of the house, as the church intends to renovate the house for its own use.  Ms. Cook appeared before the Board to describe the timeline the church proposes in which to bring the property into compliance.  Based on the church’s handling of the properties it owns on either side of 135 South Purdue, the City is willing to work with the church on scheduling of improvements.  Pending Church Board approval, Ms. Cook expects that the property closing will occur around September 14.  Mr. Lee moved to accept the appeal of the City’s demolition recommendation and request that the church secure the property within ten (10) days of closing.  Mr. Russell seconded the motion.  Motion was passed unanimously.

New Business
Ms. Littlejohn stated that the house at 158 Kentucky, which had previously been involved in a fire, has been demolished as of this week.  She stated that a new house is to be built in its place and expects a set of plans to be delivered to the City within a few weeks.
