Ms. Littlejohn presented minutes from meeting September 11, 2008. Mr. Lee made a motion to approve the minutes from September 11, 2008. Seconded by Mr. Wells. Passed unanimously.

Hearing of Cases:
Case No. 08-15
Fidelity National Foreclosure & Bankruptcy Solutions, Inc. – NI, 114 Hanover Place, violation to Sections 304.7 Roof/Drainage, 304.6 Exterior Walls, and 304.9 Overhang Extensions of the International Property Maintenance Code.
Ms. Littlejohn presented the case.
Mr. Lee made a motion to accept the city’s recommendation to hire a contractor to repair the ridge vent cover, the soffit area, and the exterior stucco walls with the cost of these repairs to be sent to the bank.since the bank has refused to make the necessary corrections. Mr. Nipper seconded. The motion passed unanimously.
Case No. 08-16

Cornillia Steele, 113-115 Bettis Avenue, violation to Sections 304.7 Roofs and Drainage, 304.5 Foundation Walls, 304.6 Exterior Walls, 304.11 Chimneys and Towers, 304.2 Protective Treatment, and 302.7 Accessory Structures of the City of Oak Ridge Property Maintenance Code.

Mr. Cochran presented the case and discussed violations with Ms. Mills and Mr. Young, representatives of Ms. Steele. Mr. Young stated that the gutters will be removed, the outbuilding will be painted, foundation vents replaced, the house painted and the roof is being repaired today.  Mr. Lee made a motion to allow Ms. Steele and Mr. Young 30 days to complete the items on the inspection report and asked Mr. Cochran to report back to the Board in 30 days on the progress.  Mr. Wells seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

Case 08-17

James K. McCollum, 305-307 Jefferson Avenue, violation to Sections 304.5 Foundation Walls, 304.6 Exterior Walls, 304.12 Handrails and Guards, 304.9 Overhang Extensions, 304.2 Protective Treatment, and 304.4 Structural Members of the City of Oak Ridge Property Maintenance Code.

Mr. Cochran presented the case.
Mr. Jeff McCollum, representing Ms. McCollum, stated that he will clean the property of brush and remove the porches since it is their intent to sell the property as soon as the personal belongings are removed from the inside of the property. Mr. Wells inquired as to the condition of the interior of the property – Mr. McCollum stated that there is some damage at 305 Jefferson Avenue. Mr. McCollum stated that the doors are secure, no windows are broken, and he will remove the porches. Mr. Wells made a motion to allow 30 days for Mr. McCollum to resolve any safety and environmental issues and to provide the City a plan to remedy the violations or to begin sale of the property. Mr. Cochran was asked to update the Board on the progress in 30 days. Mr. Nipper seconded. Mr. Lee stated that he would prefer decisive action rather than waiting 30 days. The motion passed. Mr. Lee voted no. Mr. Nipper voted yes. Mr. Wells voted yes. Dr. LeForce voted yes. Ms. Seiber voted yes

Monroe Newman, 130-132 N. Jefferson Circle, violation to Sections 304.5 Foundation Walls, 304.7 Roofs and Drainage, 304.6 Exterior Walls, 304.12 Handrails and Guards, and 304.14 Insect Screens of the City of Oak Ridge Property Maintenance Code.

Mr. Cochran presented the case.

Mr. Scott Bubash, representative of Mr. Newman, stated that the exterior walls and painting have not been done and he needs 30 more days to complete. The foundation is being repaired, the gutters have been replaced, and he has the siding to make the needed repairs.  Mr. Nipper made a motion to allow Mr. Bubash 30 days to complete the required repairs and asked that the property be inspected after 30 days by Code Enforcement. Mr. Wells seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Lee asked Ms. Littlejohn for information as to how an administrative warrant is served and what is the procedure after the warrant is served. Ms. Littlejohn stated that after the warrant is served the property owner can go to court and obtain an injunction to stop the order.
