Mr. Cochran took roll.

Mr. Cochran presented minutes from meeting May 14, 2009. Mr. Lee made a motion to approve minutes from May 14, 2009. Motion seconded by Mr. Nipper. Motion passed unanimously.

Hearing of Cases: None

Unfinished Business:

Case No. 08-28 Quitman Bohanon, Cherry L. Ivy, Warren Bohanon, Gwen Bohanon-Phillips, Jimmie Dawn Bohanon-Thomas, Sandra Bohanon; 100 Bettis Lane; violation to Sections 302.1 Garbage/Containers/Sanitation, 304.15 Doors, 305.3 Interior Surfaces., 307.1 Accumulation of rubbish or garbage, and 307.2 Disposal of rubbish.
Mr. Cochran presented the case. The doors have been secured and painted, the interior of the property has been cleaned out. At January 2009 meeting the Board allowed 90 days for the homeowners to complete the exterior work. Mr. Lee made a motion to declare the structure at 100 Bettis Lane to be unfit for human occupation or use under City Code Section 13-205(3) and that the structure should be declared a nuisance under City Code Section 13-205(4). Motion seconded by Mr. Nipper. Discussion ensued as to any other options remaining to avoid demolition. Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Lee made a motion that the structure located at 100 Bettis Lane be ordered vacated and demolished within 60 days. Mr. Nipper seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

Case No. 08-26 Gloreida Hill Woods, 104 Jay Lane, violation to Sections 302.2, 302.3, 304.2 Protective Treatment, 304.5 Foundation Walls, 304.6 Exterior Walls, and 304.7
Roofs and Drainage of the City of Oak Ridge Property Maintenance Code.

Mr. Lee made a motion to declare the structure at 104 Jay Lane to be unfit for human occupation or use under City Code Section 13-205(3) and that the structure should be declared a nuisance under City Code Section 13-205(4). Motion seconded by Mr. Wells. Motion passed unanimously. Mr. Lee made a motion that the structure located at 104 Jay Lane be ordered vacated and demolished within 60 days. Mr. Wells seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

New Business:

Mr. Cochran advised Board that Election of Officers will be held at July 9, 2009 meeting.

Communications and Miscellaneous Business:

Mr. Cochran reported that 181 Robertsville Road has removed the car and moved the junk to the street for pickup. The violations at 150 Hendrix Drive have been corrected. 422-424 Robertsville Road is being corrected. Demolition bids have gone out for 218-220 Robertsville Road and 456 West Outer Drive.

Mr. David Miller, 111 East Madison Road asked to address the Board regarding the property at 110 East Madison Road (Alexander Inn). Mr. Miller expressed distress that his property value has been affected negatively by the state of the structure and property at 110 East Madison Road. There are at least 12 existing code violations and problems with wild animals crossing his property to get to 110 East Madison. There is also criminal activity occurring on a nightly basis. There are no utilities at the property, except for outdoor lighting which Mr. Miller is providing by paying the utility bills to keep this service on. Mr. Miller has had no help from the property owner and feels City Staff is not taking any action on this property. Dr. LeForce explained to Mr. Miller that there is really nothing this Board can do since we are an appeals board. Mr. Cochran stated that he would inform Mr. Miller on any recent actions regarding this property. Mr. Lee asked Mr. Cochran to keep the Board informed about this property.
