Ms. Littlejohn presented minutes from meeting on December 10, 2009. Joseph Lee made a motion to accept the minutes of December 10, 2009. Mr. Wells seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

Hearing of Cases:
Case No. 10-01
Habitat for Humanity of Anderson County, 161 Johnson Road, violation to Sections 304.7 Roof/Drainage; 304.12 Handrails/Guardrails; 304.9 Overhang Extensions; and 304.2 Protective Treatment of the City of Oak Ridge Property Maintenance Code.
Mr. Cochran presented the case. He has contacted Habitat to ascertain any future plans for this property. Habitat is currently trying to sell the property as is but is generating no interest at this time. 
Mr. Lee made a motion to declare 161 Johnson Road unfit for human occupation or use under City Code Section 13-205(3) and that the structure should be declared a nuisance under City Code Section 13-205(4).

Mr. Nipper seconded. Mr. Lee, Dr. Leforce, Mr. Nipper, Mr. Wells and Mr. Russell voted yes. Ms. Seiber abstained. Motion passed 5 yes 1 abstain.

Mr. Lee made a motion that the structure located 161 Johnson Road be ordered vacated and demolished within 30 days. Mr. Wells seconded. Mr. Lee, Dr. Leforce, Mr. Nipper, Mr. Wells and Mr. Russell voted yes. Ms. Seiber abstained. Motion passed 5 yes 1 abstain.
Case No. 10-02
Gregory Ward, 101-107 Hoyt Lane, violation to Sections 304.5/16 Foundation/Basement; 304.13/15 Windows/Doors; 304.12 Handrails/Guardrails; 304.2 Protective Treatment; 302.7 Accessory Structures; 304.4 Structural Members; 601 Electrical;  9-224 Unfit Structure; 305.1 Interior Structure-General; 304.10 Stairways of the City of Oak Ridge Property Maintenance Code.
The case was presented by Mr. Cochran. The City is removing this case from the agenda since all owners of interest have not been notified. The case will be deferred to the next meeting. 

Mr. Lee made a motion that based on the inspection report of 05/04/09 item 305.1 Interior Structure-General; to request that a full interior inspection of 101-107 Hoyt Lane be performed to determine the condition of the interior of this property. This inspection should include all units. Mr. Wells seconded. Motion passed unanimously.

Case No. 10-03   

Gary Oden, 116 Jonathan Lane, violation to Sections of the 304.7 Roof/Drainage; 304.5/16 Foundation/Basement; 304.6 Exterior Walls; 304.13/15 Windows/Doors; 304.12 Handrails/Guardrails; 304.9 Overhang Extensions; 304.2 Protective Treatment; 9-224 Unfit Structure; 9.232 Smoke Detector; 305.1 Interior Structure-General; 307.1 Accumulation of Rubbish; and 302.8 Motor Vehicle of the City of Oak Ridge Property Maintenance Code. 
Mr. Cochran presented the case. The owner has not supplied the City with a plan and time frame for the clean-up and repair to this property. The vehicle has been removed from the property and some clean up has been done in the yard. 

Mr. Russell made a motion to accept the recommendation of City Staff and to allow the owner of 116 Jonathan Lane 30 days to submit a plan and reasonable timeframe for complete clean-up of the property and a repair plan for the house. Mr. Lee seconded. Mr. Lee, Dr. Leforce, Mr. Russell, Mr. Nipper and Ms. Seiber voted yes. Motion passed unanimously. (Mr. Wells had to leave meeting before this vote was taken).

Case No. 10-04
Patricia Jump, 108 Jersey Lane, violations to Section 13-205(3) Structure Unfit for Human Occupation or Use of the Oak Ridge Property Maintenance Code.

Ms. Littlejohn presented the case. There has been no response from the Insurance or Mortgage Company regarding this property. 
Mr. Lee made a motion to declare 108 Jersey Lane unfit for human occupation or use under City Code section13-205(3) and that the structure should be declared a nuisance under City Code Section 13-205(4).

Mr. Nipper seconded. Motion passed unanimously. 

Mr. Lee made a motion that the structure located at 108 Jersey Lane be ordered vacated and demolished within 30 days. Mr. Nipper seconded. Motion passed unanimously.

Unfinished Business:
Ms. Littlejohn presented a letter from the Children’s Museum of Oak Ridge thanking the Board for their support of the allowance to allow them to construct a handicap ramp.
Mr. Nipper inquired about some High Point Lane properties, Oak Ridge Mall, and two businesses on Jefferson Terminal Road.
