Ms. Littlejohn presented minutes from meeting on January 14, 2010. Mr. Wells made a motion to accept the minutes of January 14, 2010. Mr. Lee seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

Hearing of Cases:
Case No. 10-05
Anita Provine, 147 Parsons Road, violation to Section 13-205(3) Unfit Structure of the Oak Ridge Property Maintenance Code.
Ms. Littlejohn presented the case. There are still parts of the tree on the structure, the utilities are turned off and no progress has been made to the structure. Mr. Robert Provine stated that he is waiting on finances and better weather to start restoration or demolition of the structure. He also stated that there are three other heirs to this property, two sisters and one other brother. Ms. Littlejohn asked for information as to how to contact the other interested parties. Mr. Provine said he will provide that information to her by Friday. Ms. Littlejohn will withdraw this case from the agenda until the next meeting April 8, 2010 to allow the other interested parties to be contacted. No action taken.
Case No. 10-08
Sy Chong Toua and Sia Yang Moua, 105-107 Ivy Lane, violation to Section 13-205(3) (4) & (5) Unfit Structure of the Oak Ridge Property Maintenance Code. 
The case was presented by Ms. Littlejohn. Ms. Littlejohn asked to remove this case from the agenda for 30 days until April 8, 2010 meeting to allow the mortgage company and owners to determine what further action needs to be taken.

Mr. Wells made a motion to stay this case for thirty days until April 8, 2010 meeting to allow mortgage company and owner additional time. Mr. Nipper seconded. Motion passed unanimously.

Case 10-07
ORNL FCU-Jim Mount or Kevin O’Connor, 206 Northwestern Avenue, violation to Section 302.7 Accessory Structure of the Oak Ridge Property Maintenance Code.

Ms. Littlejohn presented the case. A dumpster is on site but the metal building and debris are still present. Mr. Nipper made a motion that the metal storage building and junk be removed from this property and ORNL FCU billed for any fees. Mr. Wells seconded. Motion passed unanimously.

Unfinished Business:
Case No. 10-03   

Gary Oden, 116 Jonathan Lane, violation to Sections of the 304.7 Roof/Drainage; 304.5/16 Foundation/Basement; 304.6 Exterior Walls; 304.13/15 Windows/Doors; 304.12 Handrails/Guardrails; 304.9 Overhang Extensions; 304.2 Protective Treatment; 9-224 Unfit Structure; 9.232 Smoke Detector; 305.1 Interior Structure-General; 307.1 Accumulation of Rubbish; and 302.8 Motor Vehicle of the City of Oak Ridge Property Maintenance Code. 

Mr. Cochran presented the case. The owner has not supplied the City with a plan and time frame for the clean-up and repair to this property. The vehicle has been removed from the property and some clean up has been done in the yard. The windows have been boarded up.

Mr. Wells made a motion to that the property at 116 Jonathan Lane be declared unfit for human occupation or use under the City Code 13-205(3) and that the structure should be declared a nuisance under City Code 13-205(4). Motion seconded by Mr. Lee. Mr. Russell asked about interior and Mr. Cochran presented additional photos. Mr. Lee, Mr. Wells, Mr. Nipper, Dr. Leforce and Ms. Seiber voted yes. Mr. Russell abstained.
Motion passed 5 for and 1 abstain.

Mr. Wells made a motion that the property at 116 Jonathan Lane be ordered vacated and demolished within 60 days. Mr. Lee seconded. Motion passed unanimously.

New Business:

Mr. Michael Brown has missed four meetings. The Chairman has sent Mr. Brown a letter and he did respond to the City Clerk. His current employment requires a difficult schedule. Dr. Leforce or the City Clerk will send another letter asking Mr. Brown for better attendance or his resignation from the Board. All Board members are sympathetic to Mr. Brown’s employment situation and realize his schedule is very trying but feel that the public and the board need seven members present at as many meetings as possible.
