Ms. Littlejohn took roll.
Ms. Littlejohn presented minutes from the meeting on May 13, 2010. Mr. Lee made a motion to accept the minutes of May 13, 2010. Mr. Russell seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

Hearing of Cases:
Case No. 10-12
Gail Vandenberg; 106 Evans Lane; violation to Section 13-205 Structures Unfit for Human Occupation or Use of the Oak Ridge Code of Ordinances.

Ms. Littlejohn presented the case and asked that the Board table this case until August 13, 2010 meeting to allow time for the City to receive back the notices from certified letters sent to parties of interest. 
Case No. 10-13 

Lynda R. Lewis and James Lewis; 103 Newark Lane; violation to Section 13-205 Structures Unfit for Human Occupation or Use of the Oak Ridge Code of Ordinances.

Mr. Boss presented the case. The property is overgrown and only a foundation wall remains of the structure after a fire. City has recently mowed the property. 

Mr. Lewis stated that originally they intended to rebuild on the foundation. He is now considering selling the property. Ms. Lynda Lewis stated that she is now considering selling the property.
Mr. Lewis asked for some time to obtain appraisals and would like the foundation to remain intact until the appraisals have been obtained. 

Mr. Boss stated that City Staff has no issue with allowing the owners 30 days to obtain an appraisal and attempt sale of the property. Staff recommended tabling this case until the August 13, 2010 meeting.
Mr. Lee made a motion to allow the owners 30 days until the August 13, 2010 board meeting to sell or to obtain an engineers letter as to the state of the foundation. Mr. Russell seconded the motion.
Motion passed unanimously.

Case No. 10-14

Virginia Key c/o Sarah Key; 169-171 W. Wadsworth Circle; violation to Sections 304.2 Protective Treatment and 307.2 Rubbish and Garbage Disposal of the Oak Ridge Property Maintenance Code.

Ms. Littlejohn presented the case. 

Mr. Nipper made a motion to allow the owner 30 days to correct all known code violations and to return to the Board at the August 13, 2010 meeting with the results. Mr. Lee seconded the motion.

Motion passed unanimously.

Case No. 10-15
Gale Hicks and Grover Hicks; 144-150 Wade Lane; violation to Sections 302.3 Sidewalk/Driveway;  304.2 Protective Treatment; 304.6 Exterior Walls; 304.7 Roof/Drainage; 304.12 Handrails/Guardrails; 304.15 Windows/Doors; 305.3 Interior Surfaces; 501 Plumbing; and 603 Mechanical of the City of Oak Ridge Property Maintenance Code.
Ms. Littlejohn presented the case.

As a result of the title search it has been determined that Gale Hicks and Grover Hicks are the owners of this property. Bank of America is the lien holder but the property has not been foreclosed on. 

Discussion ensued as to the safety issues, vandalism, and open windows and doors allowing unauthorized activity at this property.

Mr. Lee made a motion to declare the structure at 144-150 Wade Lane to be unfit for human occupation or use under the City Code Section 13-205(3) and that the structure should be declared a nuisance under City Code Section 13-205(4). Mr. Nipper seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Lee made a motion that the property at 144-150 Wade Lane be ordered vacated and demolished. Mr. Nipper seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.
Unfinished Business:
Mr. Nipper inquired as to the status of Case 10-11. Ms. Littlejohn stated that she felt the owner had finished the exterior but she would obtain the information and present it at the next board meeting.
Mr. Lee asked that open cases be listed on a separate sheet of paper or as part of the board agenda to allow board members to stay current as to the status of these cases. He asked that the case number, the owners name and address and the current status be listed and presented at each board meeting. He would like to see the cases remain on this list until the case is closed.
