Mr. Boss presented the case. The owner is currently working with a realtor to sell this
property. Mr. Boss requested that the Board hold the order until the December 9, 2010
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to defer this case until the December 9, 2010 Board Meeting. Mr. Wells seconded the

Dan Shelton, 396-398 W. Outer Drive, violation to Sections 304.7 Roof/Drainage, 304.12

Handrails/Guardrails, 304.9 Overhang Extensions, 304.2 Protective Treatment, and
304.4 Structural Members of the International Property Maintenance Code.
