Ms. Donnelly made a motion that the minutes of the meeting held April 12, 2005 be approved as submitted.   Mr. Craft seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Ms. Mason recommended that the order of the agenda be changed.  There was no disagreement.

The following cases were reviewed:

Case No. 05-05 (Postponed from previous meeting)

James Powers, 103 Center Park Drive, Lot 2, Block 29-CM, in a R-1-C District is requesting a variance to reduce the rear setback requirement for a new residence

Mr. Johannes made a motion that the requested variance be approved under sections 16.10(c) and 5.02.  Mr. Craft seconded the motion.  Motion carried to reduce the rear setback to 26.5 feet due to topographical conditions, depth of the lot in comparison to the other lots, and the sewer easement in the back of the lot.  Motion carried 3-1, with Ms. Mason, Mr. Johannes and Mr. Craft in favor and Ms. Donnelly opposing.

Case No.  05-06


Mildred Skeen, 109 Thornton Road, Lot 28, Block 17-CH, in a R-1-C District is requesting a special exception for a carport 

Mr. Craft made a motion that the requested special exception be approved under sections 16.10(b) and 3.06(h).  Mr. Johannes seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously to allow a carport to be 1.02’ from the side lot line.

Case No. 05-07

Paul & Lori Jones, 126 Winchester Circle, Lot 7, Block 11-BK, in a R-1-A PUD District is requesting a variance to reduce the front setback for a swimming pool 

Mr. Johannes made a motion that the requested variance be approved under sections 16.10(c) and 5.02.  Mr. Craft seconded the motion.  Motion carried to allow a swimming pool to be 16 feet from the front setback line, requiring a reduction of 14 feet.  Motion carried 3-1, with Ms. Mason, Mr. Johannes, and Mr. Craft in favor and Ms. Donnelly opposing.

Case No. 05-08

Andrew Garland (Noble Metals), Belgrade Road, Parcel 511.01, Block 18-CK, in an IND-1 District is requesting a variance to reduce the front setback requirements

Mr. Craft made a motion that the requested variance be approved under sections 16.10(c) and 8.01.  Mr. Johannes seconded the motion.  Motion carried to allow the principal building to be 18 feet from the front lot line, requiring a reduction of 12 feet.  Motion carried 3-1, with Mr. Johannes, Ms. Mason and Mr. Craft in favor and Ms. Donnelly opposing.

Case No. 05-11

Gene Lackey, 103 Winchester Circle, Lot 36, Block 12-BK, in an R-1-A PUD District is requesting a variance to reduce the front setback to allow for a garage

Case was postponed at applicant’s request.

Case No. 05-10

City of Oak Ridge, Administrative Review of Section 8.01(d)2, definition of junk vehicles and allowing junk vehicles to be used for outdoor storage

Case was postponed per the applicant’s request.

Case No. 05-09

Victor Dodson (Dodson’s Moving Systems), 327 Warehouse Road, Parcel 237, Block 17-CK, in an IND-1 District is requesting a variance for an exception of the obscuring fence or wall requirement

Case was postponed per the applicant’s request.

On a motion by Ms. Donnelly, seconded by Mr. Johannes, the meeting was adjourned at 7:05 p.m.
