Mr. Craft made a motion that the minutes of the special-called meeting held May 25, 2006 be approved as submitted.  Mr. Aurin seconded the motion.  Motion carried, with Mr. Gengozian abstaining as he was not present at that meeting.  Ms. Donnelly was not present for approval of the minutes

The following cases were reviewed:

Case No. 06-08

George Ostrouchov, 106 Orchard Circle, Lot 53, Block 14-CD, in a R-1-C District is requesting a variance to reduce the side setback for a carport

Ms. Donnelly made a motion that the requested variance be approved under sections 16.10(c) and 5.02.  Mr. Craft seconded the motion.  Ms. Donnelly moved to amend the original motion to add the decision also based on the encroachment of the existing carport, and this carport would allow the homeowner to match the existing roofline.  Mr. Craft seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously to amend the original motion.  The amended motion carried to allow the carport to be 4 feet from the side lot line.

Case No. 06-09

Anthea Hendrix, 245 Iroquois Road, Lot 63, Block 14-BY in a R-1-C District is requesting a special exception to allow a permanent group care facility

Mr. Craft made a motion that the requested special exception be approved under sections 16.10(b) and 5.02(c) with the conditions as specified in the staff recommendations.  Ms. Donnelly seconded the motion.  Several property owners spoke against the request: Martin Tull, 240 Iroquois Road; Lowell Strunk, 263 Iroquois Road; Warren Devine, 258 Iroquois Road; Tracy Smith, 244 Iroquois Road; Dawn Cyrus, 254 Iroquois Road; Cheryl Wurl, 230 Iroquois Road; Jim Harlass, 237 Iroquois Road; and Sharon Anderson, 236 Iroquois Road.  After discussion by the Board, the motion failed with a unanimous vote. 
OLD BUSINESS
Ms. Donnelly moved to rescind the variance for 116 Amanda Place which was granted by the Board at the May 25, 2006 special-called meeting, based on new information from a new survey showing an encroachment upon the side setback did not exist.  Mr. Aurin seconded the motion.  Motion carried with all in favor.

Ms. Donnelly nominated Mr. Craft to be the new Vice-Chairman.  He was elected by unanimous vote.
