Mr. Craft made a motion that the minutes of the meeting held January 9, 2007 be approved as amended.   Ms. Donnelly seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Mr. Craft made a motion that the amended minutes of the meeting held December 19, 2006 be accepted as amended. Ms. Donnelly seconded the motion.  Motion carried, with 4 in favor and Mr. Gengozian opposed.  He said that one reason for denial of Case No. 06-15 was still omitted.

The following cases were reviewed:

Case No. 07-02

Falconnier Design Co. for St. Mary’s Catholic Church, 314-319 Vermont Avenue, Lots 9 & 10, Block 18-CC, in a  R-1-C District is requesting a special exception to use the lots for an  accessory use for the church

Ms. Donnelly made a motion that the requested special exception be approved under sections 16.10(b) and 5.02(c).  Mr. Gengozian seconded the motion.  Ms. Donnelly made a motion to amend the original motion to include the following conditions: required to double the landscaping requirement and place the additional landscaping between the new building and Vermont Avenue, and the parking lot is to be located between the new building and the existing building.   Motion carried unanimously to approve the amended motion.

Case No. 07-03

Bradley Dean Williams, 120 Nebraska Avenue, Lot 12, Block 14-BN, in a R-1-A District is requesting a variance to reduce the rear setback line for an addition 

Mr. Gengozian made a motion that the requested variance to reduce the rear setback requirement of 60 feet to 40 feet  be approved under sections 16.10(c), 5.02(d), and 3.07(c).  Mr. Craft seconded the motion.  Mr. Craft made a motion to amend the original motion to include the following reasons for granting the variance:  topography of the lot, placement; orientation of the house; present size of the lot; the addition would not a detriment to the adjoining properties because of the distance between the addition and the existing houses.  Mr. Gengozian seconded the motion.  Motion carried to approve, with 4 in favor and Ms. Donnelly opposed.
Case No. 07-04

Jim and Karyn Engblom, 1000 W. Outer Drive, Lot 27,  Block 12-BP, in a R-1-A District is requesting a variance to reduce the side setback for an addition

Mr. Craft made a motion that the requested variance to reduce the side setback of 20 feet to 15 feet for an addition be approved under sections 16.10(c), 5.02(d), and 3.07(d).  Mr. Aurin seconded the motion.  Mr. Craft made a motion to amend the original motion to include the following reasons and conditions for approval:  shape of the lot is irregular; orientation of the house precludes putting the addition elsewhere on the lot; doesn’t substantially create a detriment to the adjacent properties; and sapproval is conditional in that it is granted for a period of 6 months for a single level addition not to exceed 20’ x 35’ in size as shown on the drawing submitted with the application and allows for the reduction of the side setback of 20 feet to 15 feet.  If a building permit is not obtained within this 6 months, the approval becomes null and void.  Motion carried, with 4 in favor and Ms. Donnelly opposed.

 NEW BUSINESS – Election of Officers
Mr. Gengozian made a motion to re-elect the current slate of officers (Chair, Judy Mason; Vice-Chair, Keith Craft; Secretary, Susan Donnelly).  Mr. Craft seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
