Approval of the minutes from August 14, 2007 was deferred until the next meeting in order to further review the reasons for denial of the application.
The following cases were reviewed:

Case No.  07-18

Land Development Solutions, 289 Royce Circle, Lot 468, Block 16-BX, in an  R-3 Multiple Family Residential/ Hotel District is requesting a variance to reduce the required number of parking spaces

Mr. Gengozian made a motion that the requested variance be approved under sections 11.02(f) and 16.10(c).  Mr. Craft  seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously to reduce the required number of parking spaces from 104 to 91, based on floodway constraints, existing easements of the property, area not subject to heavy traffic so they could have on-street parking without being detrimental to adjacent properties, and reduction in parking based on one parking space per one bedroom unit and two parking spaces per two/three bedroom units.

Case No. 07-19 (Withdrawn at meeting)

William Hembree (Roane State), 701 Briarcliff Avenue, Lot 585.08, Block 19-CF, in a E Education and Research District is requesting a variance to allow a moving copy sign at this location.

The request was withdrawn by the applicant.

Case No. 07-20

Karen L. Byars, 157 LaSalle Road, Lot 48, Block 14-BW, in a R-1-B District is requesting a special exception to allow for a private education institution.

Ms. Donnelly made a motion that the requested special exception be approved under sections 16.10(b) and 5.02(c).  Mr. Gengozian seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously to allow a private education institution at this location based on the fact that the request was for a use similar to the present use of the property (church) and it would not be detrimental to the surrounding area.

Case No. 07-21

Patti Duncan, 361 East Drive, Lot 17, Block 13-CM, in a R-1-C District is requesting a variance to allow an encroachment upon the front setback requirement.

Ms. Donnelly made a motion that the requested variance be denied under sections 16.10(c) and 3.07(c).  Mr. Aurin seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously to deny the request to allow a covered porch to be 22 feet form the front lot line, requiring a reduction of  eight feet from the required front setback.
On a motion by Ms. Donnelly, seconded by Mr. Gengozian, the meeting was adjourned at 7:15 p.m.
