 Ms. Donnelly made a motion that the minutes of the meeting held December 11, 2007 be approved as submitted.   Mr. Craft seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

The following cases were reviewed:

Case No. 08-01

Pat & Terry Ross, 856 Oak Ridge Tpke, Lot 379, Block 17-CF, in a B-2 District is requesting a variance for a fence to exceed the maximum height allowed

Mr. Aurin made a motion that the requested variance be approved under sections 16.10(c) and 3.07(e).  Mr. Craft seconded the motion.  Motion carried, 3 to 1, to allow a fence to be 6 feet in height along the Oak Ridge Turnpike, with the requirements that the fence will not obstruct the line of sight for traffic on Central Avenue/Oak Ridge Turnpike, and the fence will not be a detriment to the abutting properties.  Ms. Mason, Mr. Aurin and Mr. Craft voted for approval of the request, and Ms. Donnelly opposed.

Case No. 08-02 – postponed at applicant’s request

Robert L. Pryor, 115 Capital Circle, Lot 66, Block 22-CJ, in a R-1-C District is requesting a variance to reduce the rear setback requirements for an addition

Structure Technology, Inc., Briarcliff Avenue, Lot 4, Block 19-CG, in a B-2 District is requesting a special exception to allow for the use of a self-storage facility

City of Oak Ridge, regarding 115 Lancaster Road, seeking an Administrative Review of original BZA approval.
