Ms. Mason called the meeting to order at 5:30 pm.

Mr. Craft made a motion that the minutes of the meeting held be March 11, 2008 be approved as submitted.   Mr. Gengozian seconded the motion.  Motion carried, with Ms. Donnelly abstaining.
The following case was reviewed:

Case No. 08-06
Y-12 Federal Credit Union, 501 Lafayette Drive, Lot 592, Block 23-CC, in an O-2 District is requesting a variance to allow an addition to encroach upon the front setback requirement.

Ms. Donnelly made a motion that the requested variance be approved under sections 16.10(c) and 6.02.  Mr. Craft seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously to allow an addition to be 23 feet from the front lot line, requiring a reduction of seven feet from the required front setback along Lafayette Drive based on the following reasons:  the exceptional narrow shallow shape of the lot; three front setbacks to contend with; moved away from the multiple front lot setback requirements that were previously applied in the current regulations; and topography is an issue with the lot.

Adoption of amendment to Bylaws

Ms. Donnelly made a motion to adopt the Bylaws as amended to add the following in ARTICLE III. PROCEDURE FOR HEARING CASES:

8.
The application fee includes the cost of advertisement for the meeting.  The applicant will be allowed one continuance/postponement without additional cost.  If the applicant postpones or requests a continuance more than once, the applicant will be responsible for a proportionate share of costs of the advertisement for the subsequent meeting.  This amount must be paid to the City prior to advertising the meeting.  If the applicant desires to postpone/continue the case longer than three (3) months past the originally scheduled meeting, the applicant will be required to submit a new application.
Mr. Craft seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
