Ms. Donnelly made a motion that the minutes of the meeting held August 12, 2008 be approved as submitted.   Mr. Aurin seconded the motion.  Motion carried, with four in favor and Mr. Gengozian abstaining.
The following cases were reviewed:

Case No.  08-07 (Continued from previous meeting)

Bryan A. Patterson, 102 Gordon Road, Lot 39, Block 16-CG, in a  R-1-C MDO District is requesting a variance to allow a second driveway
Mr. Aurin made a motion that the requested variance be approved under sections 16.10(c) and 11.01(d).  Mr. Craft seconded the motion.  Motion carried to allow an existing driveway to remain at this property based on the property improvements, limited lot sizes within the overlay district, not located on an arterial street and there are no major traffic-related issues, and requiring a 10-day limit to complete the curb cut application.  Motion carried, with four voting in favor and Ms. Donnelly opposed.

Case No. 08-08

John Mrochek, 105 Ithaca Ln, Lot 6, Block 15-BY, in a  R-1-C District is requesting a variance to allow a 6-foot high fence in the front setback

After comments by several neighbors, Mr. Craft made a motion that the requested variance be denied under sections 16.10(c) and 3.07(e).  Ms. Donnelly seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously to deny a 6-foot fence within the front setback requirement at this address due to the following:  it doesn’t meet the Zoning Ordinance requirements; would be a distraction to the neighborhood; another option (vegetation) is available to the applicant that would meet the same intent.  
Case No. 08-09

Jeff Mason, 17 Asbury Ln, Lot 32, Block 21-CN, in a R-1-A District is requesting a variance to reduce the rear setback requirement to allow for an addition to the house
Ms. Donnelly made a motion that the requested variance be denied under sections 16.10(c) and 5.02(d).  Mr. Craft seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously to deny a variance to reduce the rear setback requirements based on the following:  request doesn’t meet the criteria for a variance; there is another option available to allow the homeowner use of the property.  
Case No. 08-10

Tobin Herron, 144 Randolph Rd, Lot 358, Block 17-CA, in a B-2 District is requesting a special exception to allow for “nightclubs, dance clubs, taverns, clubs (private), lodges & similar uses” at this location

__________________ made a motion that the requested special exception be approved under sections 16.10(b) and 7.03(c)12.  Mr. Gengozian seconded the motion.  Motion carried to allow a sports bar at this location, conditional upon approval by City Council of the Zoning Ordinance amendment that eliminates the 250-foot separation from places of worship.
Case No. 08-11

Teddi Dison, Alpha House Inc, 102 Norwood Ln, Lot 9, Block 14-CD, in a R-1-C District is requesting a special exception to allow a group care facility at this location

After extensive comments by the public, Ms. Donnelly made a motion that the requested special exception be denied under section 5.02(c)7.  Mr. Gengozian seconded the motion. Motion carried to deny the request to allow a group care facility at this location because it would erode the old, established character of this neighborhood.
