Ms. Donnelly made a motion that the minutes of the meeting held July 14, 2009 be approved as amended.   Mr. Craft seconded the motion.  Motion carried, with the minutes being amended to show Jay Adams present, instead of Mr. Aurin.
The following cases were reviewed:

Case No. 09-05 (postponed from previous meeting)

Mary Frances Tolliver, 101 Shagbark Lane, Lot 3, Block 17BJ, in a R-2 PUD zoning district  is requesting a variance to allow a fence to exceed the maximum height.

Ms. Donnelly made a motion that the requested variance be denied under sections 16.10(c) and 3.07(e).  Mr. Craft seconded the motion.  Motion carried, 4-0, to deny allowing the fence to exceed the maximum height allowed (6 feet) because the lattice does meet the definition of a fence, and the request does not meet the requirements for a variance; i.e., unique characteristics of a lot as described in Section 16.10(c).  

Case No. 09-06
1st Baptist Church, 1101 Oak Ridge Turnpike, Lot 412, Block 18-CD, in a R-3 zoning district is requesting a variance to allow an additional ground sign

Ms. Donnelly made a motion that the requested variance be approved under sections 16.10(c) and 14.10.  Mr. Gengozian seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously to allow the additional ground sign because; (1) the Zoning Ordinance does not address street frontages beyond two street frontages, (2) there are no other churches with four street frontages so this would not be setting a precedent, (3) this is not a self-imposed hardship, and (4) the request reasonably addresses the use of land, building, and structure.
