The following cases were reviewed:

Case No. 10-05

Russell Gibson, 131 E. Tyrone Road, Parcel 374.01, Block 17-CF, in a  B-2 General Business zoning district is requesting a special exception to allow a nightclub/tavern at this location; and a variance to waive the 250-foot separation requirement from residential dwelling units. 

Mr. Gengozian made a motion that the requested special exception be denied under sections 16.10(c), 16.10(b), and 3.14(d)7.  Mr. Craft seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously to deny the request to allow a nightclub/tavern at this location because it would not preserve the character of the area and there is existing residential property within 250 feet of the proposed location.
OLD BUSINESS
Case No. 10-03

Aaron Wells, Wheel 2 Wheel, 178 Oak Ridge Turnpike, Lot 220.04, Block 17 CL, in a UB-2 zoning district is requesting a special exception to allow outdoor storage at this location.

Ms. Mason presented a brief summary of the case history.  Mr. Adams made a motion to approve the requested special exception.  Mr. Gengozian seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously to allow outdoor storage at this location with the following stipulations:

1. Extending the deadline until the November 9, 2010 meeting;

2. Including the bond amount of $750 for the plantings;

3. Bond presented within five business days; and

4. Compliance of site with all conditions as specified in May 11, 2010 BZA minutes.

On a motion by Mr. Craft, seconded by Mr. Gengozian, the meeting was adjourned at 6:40 p.m.
