Terry Domm, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. 

Summary of Action

Approval of Minutes

Dr. Myers moved to approve the minutes of the April 26, 2007 regular meeting.

(Motion 1)



Ms. Koehler seconded the motion and it passed, 9-0.

ORAU Office Site Plan; Parcel 480, Block 18BZ 

Staff recommended approval subject to resolution of staff comments.

Ms. Lever moved to approve the site plan for a new office building on the ORAU campus (Motion 2) 
subject to:

1. Show the underground from the pole at Raccoon Rd across the street to K-25 C.U.


2.  
Show the existing easements for the electrical infrastructure: 30' for the overhead, 15’     centerline; 10' for the underground, 5' centerline; and 5' on all sides of guy wires & anchors


3. 
CORED will approve placement of the transformer inside a non-secure maintenance area if the conditions of CORED standards are met. Please note: Gas must remain 5' from electric  The line truck must be able to replace the transformer. CORED would like to see a detail of the enclosure.

4. 
Change the proposed primary conductors to 4-2 1/2"" PVC as per previous conversation.To eliminate the possible need for an additional vault, CORED recommends customer swoop the conduit instead of installing a 90 (as shown near transformer end of run).

5. 
The overhead electric line that feeds the private light on the pole in the field is fed from the pole east of the shown pole. Please change the related note to indicate removal by CORED, not E.C. CORED owns and maintains these facilities. Removal will be initiated upon request of customer.

6. 
CORED will not approve placement of private lights or trees in the electric easement. An  easement encroachment will be necessary for small plantings inside an electric easement.

7.
CORED would like to see an overlay with all utilities to verify proper clearances.



Mr. Agle seconded the motion and it passed 9-0.

Staff recommended approval of rezoning Lot 4.02 in Commerce Park from IND-2 to B-2. The proposed rezoning is in conformance with the economic development purposes of Commerce Park. As a commercial zoning district, staff does not perceive a conflict with the uses and zoning in the area consisting of office and industrial. The subject property has a high amount of commuter traffic driving by which could be served by uses allowed in the B-2 district. Appropriate access must be approved by City Council before final approval of a site plan. 

New Life Church of the Nazarene, 200 Lafayette Drive, Request for Landscape Alternative

Mr. Agle moved to approve the landscape alternative as recommended by staff.

Mr. Cole seconded the motion.

Ms. Koehler moved to disapprove the use of variegated willows as small trees and to

designate variegated willows as shrubs.


Dr. Myers seconded the motion and it passed, 9-0.

Ms. Shelton moved to postpone action on the request to approve a landscaping alternative 

(Motion 5)
for the New Life Church of the Nazarene until next month when a new plan can be considered. 

Mr. Cole seconded the motion and it passed by a vote of 7-2. Agle and Myers voted against the motion.

Request to Rezone Lot 4.02 in Commerce Park from IND-2 to B-2 

Staff recommended approval.

Mr. Agle moved to recommend approval of rezoning Lot 4.02 in Commerce Park from IND-2 (Motion 6)
to B-2. 

Ms. Brown seconded the motion and it failed by a vote of 3-6. Agle, Koehler and Myers voted in favor. Brown, Cole, Domm, Lever, McMillan and Shelton voted against.

Commissioners voting against the motion thought that the UB-2, Unified General Business District would be more appropriate than B-2 because of the greater limitation on uses, with UB-2 uses being more compatible with the surrounding uses than some uses that are permitted in the B-2 district. 

Request to extend Final Plat approval of Oak Ridge Summit 

Ms. Lever moved to approve a six month extension of the Oak Ridge Summit final plat  

(Motion 7)
approval.

Ms. Brown seconded the motion and it passed by a vote of 8-0-1. Mr. Agle abstained.

Request to extend for one-year the Letters of Credit that are in Place for Phase 7 of Rarity Ridge, Subarea G, Lots 547-573, Subarea I, Lots 495-546 and Subarea K, Lots 574-618, T99A-D thru T102A-D that will expire on June 9, 2007.

Ms. Koehler moved to approve a one-year extension for the Letters of Credit for Phase 7 (Motion 8)  
of Rarity Ridge, Subarea G, Lots 547-573, Subarea I, Lots 495-546 and 

Subarea K, Lots 574-618, T99A-D thru T102A-D. 

Ms. Lever seconded the motion and it passed by a vote of 9-0.
