The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m.

Preliminary Master Plan and Rezoning; Clark’s Preserve PUD, portion of Parcel 567 from R-1-C to R-4-B PUD
The property is currently zoned R-1-C and R-1-A, allowing for the development of single-family detached units on lots with a minimum area of 8,000 square feet in the R-1-C district and a minimum lot area of 20,000 square feet in the R-1-A district. The developer is requesting rezoning of approximately 11 acres from R-1-C to R-4-B PUD in order to develop 36 single family attached units as a condominium development. Under the current zoning 121 homes could be built on the 41 acres, however the developer is proposing a development pattern that lowers the density in forested areas by having lots that on average have over twice the minimum area allowed in the R-1-C district and using the portion of the property that is pastureland for attached single-family units. The intent is develop the property in a manner that reduces the amount or roadway construction, and clearing and grading in order to preserve mature forest. The PUD overlay provides the means to assure that the site is developed as specified in the PUD plan.  Staff recommended approval subject to providing additional information on the Master Plan drawing.

Mr. Evans summarized the proposal and stated that the road serving the condominiums will be a private road that will not connect with TeeJay Drive, however, the construction access will be from TeeJay Drive.

Residents in the area had questions about signage, the homeowners association, construction road access, traffic calming, provisions for parking, building size and drainage.

Ms. Shelton moved to recommend approval of the Preliminary Master Plan and rezoning

(Motion 1)
approximately 11 acres of Parcel 567 from R-1-C to R-4-B PUD subject to: 

1. On the PUD plan drawing indicate the number, size at time of planting, and type of plants per 100 linear feet.
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2. On the PUD plan provide a more detailed description of the pedestrian trail giving information on materials used for trail surface and width of trail.
3. On the PUD plan provide information on the architectural character of the buildings, providing information such as the exteriors being a mix of brick and Hardiplank lap siding, minimum square footage, roof type, attached garages, etc.
4. Note setbacks on PUD drawing.    


Ms. Lever seconded the motion and it passed, 7-0.

The meeting adjourned at 6:15 p.m.
