PUD Final Master Plan/Sketch Plat, Centennial Ridge in Centennial Village

This area of Centennial Village was called Cherokee Bluffs on the Preliminary Master Plan, zoned R-3 for multi-family development. This plan for Centennial Ridge revises an earlier road layout shown on a Sketch Plat approved by the Planning Commission on September 23, 2004. The new final master plan for Centennial Ridge shows a roadway connecting with Melton Lake Drive and Centennial Drive. Ten five story buildings are shown with four stories of dwelling units and parking underneath and five buildings have four stories, three stories for dwelling units and parking underneath.

The original Preliminary Master Plan allocated 370 units to Cherokee Bluff. The number was decreased to 350 to allow an increase of units in Bay Meadow Commons. The applicant is now requesting and increase of 55 units for a total of 405 with an equal decrease in the number of units in Lands End. Staff recommends approval based upon the density not exceeding 15 dwelling units per acre and the maximum floor area to lot area not exceeding 30% as specified in the Article IX of the Zoning Ordinance. 

The R-3 district allows a maximum building height of 55 feet or six stories. The applicant is requesting approval of a maximum building height of 68 feet with five stories. Staff recommends approval of the 68 foot maximum building height with five stories based upon the Zoning Ordinance permitting six stories. 

The approved preliminary master plan for Centennial Village stated that the Amenity Center for Cherokee Bluffs would have a minimum area of 1.0 acre with club house approximately 800 square feet in area with a 1,800 square foot pool with other elements based upon the population such as a playing court, picnic shelter, and children’s play area. The final master plan shows a 2.5 acre amenity area with a 12,000 sq. ft. club house and 3,200 sq. ft. swimming pool, picnic area and walking trails. The amenity plan on the final master plan exceeds the previously approved plan.

The entrance to Centennial Drive will require cutting back the embankment behind Building “A” to obtain a desirable intersection sight distance to the south. The entrance to Melton Lake Drive (arterial street) requires City Council approval by Resolution action.  The Traffic Safety Advisory Board must review the detailed design and make a recommendation to Council.  City staff is recommending that the right-turn lane be extended to tie into the Melton Lake Drive right-turn lane onto Edgemoor Road.  The design of the intersection must physically prohibit left-turn movements.  The design must be reviewed with staff early before submitting plans. TVA must be consulted with on the proposed Melton Lake Drive access in advance of the submission of the Preliminary Plat. One parcel and one owner requires that the sewer system including the pump station will be private to the point that it connects to City owned infrastructure.  It will still be subject to separation and clearance requirements. A site plan must be reviewed and approved before issuance of a building permit. Staff recommended approval of the revised Centennial Bluffs Final Master Plan and Sketch Plat subject to staff comments.  

Ms. Brown moved to approve the Final PUD Master Plan for Centennial Ridge subject to:

1.  Providing information on the architectural character of the buildings, including


 
     elevation drawings with building materials defined.

2. To the maximum extent possible, preserve the trees around the perimeter of the site.

Before grading occurs protection barriers must be installed.

Ms. Lever moved to increase the maximum number of units in Centennial Ridge by 55 units with a

Ms. Brown moved to approve the request to allow a height of 68 feet for five stories based upon

Rezoning of Parcels 40 & 43, Anderson County Tax Map 100A, Group A, from R-3 to O-1

Staff recommended approval of rezoning the subject property from R-3 to O-1 and approval of the related Land Use Plan amendment from R, Residential to O, Office. Office use is currently an allowable use under the existing zoning. The property has not been in residential use in the past and is now vacant. The subject property is located within an area primarily used for medical offices and hospital related uses with single-family residential uses located along the northern boundary. Due to the use and height limitations in the O-1 district, it acts at a transitional zone between more intensive uses to the south and the single-family residential neighborhood to the north. The requirement for a landscaped buffer between office and residential uses also reduces the impact of having different adjoining uses. 

Ms. Brown moved to recommend approval of rezoning Parcels 40 & 43, Tax Map 100A, Group A,

approximately 4.27 acres on West Madison Lane from R-3 to O-1.



Mr. McMillan seconded the motion, passed 7-0-1. Ms. Koehler abstained.

Ms. Lever moved to recommend approval of changing the designation on the Land Use Plan Map

(Motion 8)
for Parcels 40 & 43, Tax Map 100A, Group A, from R, Residential to O, Office.



Ms. Brown seconded the motion, passed 7-0-1. Ms. Koehler abstained.
