The meeting was called to order at 5:45 p.m.

Preliminary Plat Clark’s Preserve Phase One
The sketch plat for Clark’s Preserve was approved by the Planning Commission on September 27, 2007 and the R-2 zoning with a PUD overlay for a portion of Clark’s Preserve was approved by City Council on December 17, 2007. Phase I includes all but 3 lots in the PUD portion and 15 lots zoned R-1-C outside the PUD. Taube Lane South will be a private road. There is sidewalk on both sides of the road on Tempura Drive and on the section of Taube Lane South in front of the condominium units. There is sidewalk on one side on Taube Lane North and the remainder of Taube Lane South.

A variance is requested to reduce the Tempura Drive roadway width to 22 feet and the Taube Lane North roadway width to 20 feet. Staff recommended approval of the roadway widths including the private street. Staff also recommended approval of the preliminary plat subject to staff comments. 

Ms. Lever moved to approve the preliminary plat for Phase One of Clark’s Preserve 

(Motion 1)
subject to: 

1. Water calculations need to be submitted for review.  No problems are anticipated for Phase I development.

2.
It appears that the underground electric is underneath the roadway on Taube Lane South. CORED would prefer that the infrastructure be moved. Not only will the developer incur more cost due to encasing all of this portion of the line, but the developer will also be required to sign an easement encroachment. 


3. The street light feed that runs inside the property line on Lot 3 will require an easement.


4. There is still a conflict between street trees and underground electric. CORED requires a 10' easement on underground electric. Trees will not be approved in this area due to the need for access during maintenance and the probability of roots undermining the integrity of the infrastructure.

5.
Show the 35 foot vegetated buffer beside Lot 26 and the pedestrian connection to the boardwalk trail.

 Mr. Agle seconded the motion, passed, 7-0.

Mr. McMillan moved to approve the variance request to reduce the Tempura Drive 

(Motion 2)
roadway width to 22 feet and Taube Lane North to 20 feet.



Ms. Shelton seconded the motion, passed, 7-0.

The meeting adjourned at 6:00 p.m.
