Public Hearing: Major Road Plan
Mr. Domm opened the public hearing for comments on the Major Road Plan. No comments were received at the public hearing and staff reported that no comments were received prior to the Planning Commission meeting. 

Business Items:

Resubdivision Plat; Union Valley Industrial Park; Parcels 25-CC-8 & 26-CC-1

This resubdivision plat increases the area of the parcel addressed as 701 Scarboro Road, and divides Parcel 8, Block 25CC into three parcels. Newly created Parcel 8.02, Block 26CC has no existing improvements.

Staff recommended approval of the resubdivision plat subject to resolution of staff comments.

1. Address comments as marked on the resubdivision sheet attached.   The comments    

      include labeling an easement on a private storm drainage line and on C.O.R. water line 

      up to the water meter for the 701 Scarboro Road facility, correcting the addresses, 

      deleting the second sentence in Note #17 (duplicated in Note # 16) and removing the 

      easement on the fire water line around the 701 Scarboro Road facility.

2. Show how water and sanitary sewer will serve Parcel Lot 26-CC-8.02.   The owner can  either provide a Letter of Credit to guarantee that the utilities will be provided by the owner or install such utilities prior to recording of the resubdivision plat.   The LOC amount shall be determined upon final decision of utility routing.

RESOLUTION

OF THE OAK RIDGE MUNICIPAL PLANNING COMMISSION


WHEREAS, the Oak Ridge Municipal Planning Commission has the duty to make and adopt plans for the physical development within the City of Oak Ridge, Tennessee; and,


WHEREAS, in its charter, the City of Oak Ridge has identified the Oak Ridge Municipal Planning Commission as the planning agency responsible for the preparation of comprehensive development plans; and, 


WHEREAS, the City of Oak Ridge Community Development Department staff prepared the Major Road Plan in consultation with the Public Works Department with assistance from the Knoxville Regional Transportation Planning Organization; and,


WHEREAS, roadway classification and right-of-way dedications are mentioned throughout the City of Oak Ridge Subdivision Regulations, City of Oak Ridge Zoning Ordinance, and Comprehensive Plan of the City of Oak Ridge; and, 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE OAK RIDGE MUNICIPAL PLANNING COMMISSION:


SECTION 1: The Oak Ridge Municipal Planning Commission hereby adopts the Major Road Plan which identifies the functional classification and required right-of-way dedication of the City of Oak Ridge street and highway system. The Major Road Plan consists of text defining functional classifications; tables identifying classified roads, the extent of and type of classification, and required right-of-way dedication; and a map that shows the functional classification of the street and highway system.


SECTION 2: A certified copy of the The Major Road Plan for the City of Oak Ridge shall be filed in the register’s office in both Anderson and Roane County.


SECTION 3: This Resolution shall take effect upon its approval by the Oak Ridge Municipal Planning Commission.

City Council Report

Reports from Other Boards

a.  Staff Report – The Planning Commission will need to select a representative for EQAB next month. The Policy Workshop is cancelled for July.
b. EQAB (C. Agle) – EQAB is looking into regulations on burning trees and brush on land cleared by developers. The City has received Clean Air and Climate Protection (CACP) software to determine the City’s carbon footprint.

c. TSAB (J. Shelton) – There was a called session to review the access for the Holiday Inn on S. Illinois Avenue. The access permits left turns.

d. Anderson and Roane County Regional Planning Commissions (Staff) –  Anderson County is considering the implementation of a capital improvements program process.  

e. Highland View Redevelopment Advisory Board (Claudia Lever) – Mr. Levitt, the owner of Applewood Apartments was invited to attend the Highland View Redevelopment Advisory Board meeting to discuss the Applewood Apartments, but he declined to attend. The Board of Housing Appeals did not approve demolition of Applewood Apartments. The City was not approved for a HOME grant this year. 
Other Items: 
There was discussion on the process for following up on delinquent items such as the street trees in front of the Church of the Nazarene on Lafayette Drive. A letter of credit has been posted for the trees at the church. Typically, when new construction occurs, a letter of credit is required for incomplete items and a permanent certificate of occupancy will not be issued until all items are complete.
