Terry Domm, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

Summary of Action

Approval of Agenda
The Letter of Credit extensions for Oak Ridge Summit and Rarity Oaks, Phase One were

postponed until September.

Approval of Minutes
Ms. Lever moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held July 23, 2009

(Motion 1)  as presented.

Ms. Koehler seconded the motion, passed 8-0.

Consent Agenda:
Ms. Lever moved that the Consent Agenda be approved as presented.

(Motion 2)
Mr. Callison seconded the motion, passed 8-0, thereby:

o Approving the August 2009 bond report
o Approving a one-year Letter of Credit extension for Groves Park Commons,

Phase 1A

Business Items:

Letter of Credit Extension, Rarity Ridge Phase 7

Although the Planning Commission approved a six-month extension last March, the Letter of
Credit was extended for one year, until June 2010. Staff recommended that the Planning
Commission extend approval until the existing Letter of Credit expires in June 2010.
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Mr. Agle moved to approve an extension of the Letter of Credit for Rarity Ridge Phase 7
(Motion 3)  until June 2010.

Ms. Lever seconded the motion, passed 8-0.

Eddie Hair Firestone Landscaping & Design Alternative
The property owner is requesting an alternative to allow the garage bay doors to be visible from a

street. As shown on the submitted site plan, there are four garage bays that will face Tyson Road.
This site is unique in that it has three street frontages and the existing garage bays are visible from
the Oak Ridge Turnpike and Georgia Avenue. Tlie proposed alternative is to provide a fence
along Tyson with landscaping on the Tyson Road side of the fence. Staff recommends approval of
the request.

Ms. Koehler moved to approve the screening of the garage bay doors facing Tyson Road
(Motion 4) with a 6-foot high privacy fence and landscaping as requested by the owner.

Mr. McMillan seconded the motion, passed 8-0.

Preliminary Plat, Clark’s Preserve, Phase 2

This plat completes the Clark’s Preserve subdivision. The developer’s have changed the original
plan by reducing the number of lots and streets as shown on the conceptual plan and instead there
will be six large lots with access off of Tempura Drive. Staff recommended approval of the
Clark’s Preserve Phase Two preliminary plat as submitted on August 20, 2009.

Ms. Koehler moved to approve the Clark’s Preserve Phase 2 preliminary plat as submitted
(Motion 5)  on August 20, 2009. '

M. Callison seconded the motion, passed 8-0.

Final Plat. Groves Park Commons, Lot 42
This plat adds one more residential building lot to Groves Park Commons to allow the issuance
of a building permit. Staff recommended approval of the plat as submitted on August 25, 2009.

Ms. Lever moved to approve the final plat for Lot 42, Groves Park Commons as
(Motion 6) submitted on August 25, 2009.

Mr. Agle seconded the motion, passed 8-0.

Zoning Ordinance Amendment; Section 14.06 Signs Allowed in All Districts (Exempt

Signs) and Section 3.07 (e) 2
Staff recommended delaying the proposed amendment concerning fences on corner lots in order

to allow further study of the issue.

Staff also recommended against allowing off-site subdivision directional signs on private property.
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The Zoning Ordinance does not allow off-site signs on private property, such as billboards, and
allowing off-site subdivision directional signs on private property could set a precedent for
allowing other off —site signs on private property. Allowing off-site subdivision directional signs
on private property also causes administrative problems in determining the square footage and
number of all signs allowed on a particular lot.

Ms. Koehler moved to delete the proposed amendment of Section 3.07 (e) 2 to
(Motion 7)  allow further study.

M. Callison seconded the motion, passed 8-0

Ms. Lever moved to delete (j) from the proposed amendment of Section 14.06,
(Motion 8) removing the option to piace off-site subdivision directional signs on private

property.

Ms. Koehler seconded the motion, passed 8-0.

Reports from Other Boards
a. City Council actions — At the September work session the subject of keeping chickens within

the City was brought up for consideration.

b. Staff Report — A Bicycle Plan kick-off meeting will be held October 1*. The Knoxville area
APA chapter will meet at Groves Park Commons on October 16™. September 10™ at 5:30
will be the special called meeting of the Planning Commission on the Waterfront Plan.

The regular September meeting needs to be rescheduled because the planning staff will be
attending the Tennessee APA meeting in Chattanooga. The September Planning
Commission meeting will include the election of officers. The Commissioners agreed to
move the September meeting to Tuesday, September 22™ at 5:30 p.m.
