Business Items:

Extension of Letter of Credit – Rarity Ridge, Subarea O
This is the third extension for this Letter of Credit. There are two main roads in this section. One road has been completed through the binder course and all utilities are in along this road. The second road has been rough graded and utilities are not installed. No work is currently being done to complete improvements. Staff recommended extending the Letter of Credit for six months due to the current economic conditions. 

Pat Cron and Don Biswell were present at the meeting. Mr. Biswell has purchased a lot located within Subarea O on one of the incomplete roads. He is ready to build but is unable to get a building permit because of the incomplete infrastructure. Mr. Cron is the attorney representing Mr. Biswell. Gary Consorto, a representative for Rarity Ridge, stated that the Rarity Ridge development company is willing to try and reach an acceptable agreement with the Biswells by finding an acceptable alternative home site within the Rarity Ridge development that is ready for building. Mr. Cron indicated that his client is willing to meet with Rarity Ridge representatives to try and come to an agreement.

Mr. Hensley moved to approve a six month extension of the Letter of Credit for Rarity (Motion 2)
Ridge, Subarea O due to the current economic downturn and to allow time 

for Rarity and the Biswells to try a work out an agreement on an alternative home site.

Mr. McMillan seconded the motion, passed 8-0.

Reports from Other Boards

a. City Council actions – City Council failed to recommend further action on amending City ordinances to allow keeping chickens within residential zoning districts. The rezoning requested by Tom Vickery from UB-2 to B-2 PUD for property located on the Turnpike between Sonic and Dollar General was approved on first reading by a vote of 5-2.

b.  Staff Report – On April 29th the Oak Ridge Revitalization Effort group is holding a charrette to gather ideas on improvements in the area between Jackson Square and Grove Center and between Tennessee Avenue and the Oak Ridge Turnpike. The City’s Earth Day Event will be this Saturday at Bissell Park.

c. Highland View Redevelopment Advisory Board – There are two vacancies on the Board that need to be filled.
