Summary of Action

Approval of Minutes

Ms. Lever moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held April 22, 2010

(Motion 1)
as presented.

Mr. Callison seconded the motion, passed 10-0.  

Consent Agenda:

The consent agenda was approved by unanimous vote thereby:  

· Approving a six month extension of the Letters of Credit for Rarity Ridge, Phase 7, Subareas I, G & K
· Recommending to City Council acceptance of the infrastructure at Clark’s Preserve at Burnham Woods, Phases 1 and 2

· Recommending to City Council acceptance of East Tennessee Technology Park (ETTP) roads

· Approving May 2010 bond report

Business Items:

Resubdivison; Oak Ridge Summit, combining Lots 10, 12-20 & 25
This resubdivision plat changes Lot 10, and combines 12 – 20 and 25. The resubdivision also removes the private road, Summit Ridge Lane and shortens the private road Summit Drive. Staff recommend approval subject to resolution of staff comments.

Ms. Brown moved to approve the Oak Ridge Summit resubdivision plat subject to:

(Motion 2)


1. The outside property lines of the area being resubdivision needs to shown a bold line to make it more distinguishable.

2. All the property lines to be removed needs to be shown as dashed lines as marked in red on drawings.  Also, the calls for these lines needs to be shown in parentheses and tables have to be added back in drawing. There are several new dimensions that need to be added for the cul-de-sac area. 

3. The Northing and Easting grid for each sheet needs to be changed as marked.

4. The cul-de-sac needs the shaded area removed and to be shown as marked on the drawings. 

5. Lot 10 needs to be added in the title and the acreage and several dimensions will need to be revised due to the cul-de-sac.

6. On Lot 19 the concrete monument will need to be moved and revise the coordinates on it.

7. Note #5 needs to be revised to read vacate and supercedes the previously filed plats for Lots 10, 12-20 and 25.

8. Correct notations as shown on drawing.
9.  
The customer shall execute a new Developer’s Agreement based upon the proposed number of lots. 


10.  Any request to relocate existing electrical facilities shall be paid by the requesting party. The party will also be responsible for surveying and recording any easements required for relocated facilities.


11.  Recording of the plat should be withheld until: a new developer’s agreement is executed, relocation      costs are finalized and all money due the City is received.














Mr. Lance seconded the motion, passed 10-0.

Preliminary Plat, Centennial Bluff  Phase II for Duplex Lots

This preliminary plat provides the design for the road, drainage and utilities for the duplex section of Centennial Bluff. Staff recommended approval subject to resolution of staff comments.

Mr. Callison moved to approve the Centennial Bluff Phase II preliminary plat subject to:

(Motion 3)

1.  Place the sewer lateral for lot 1 in MH D3 unless there is a reason not to.

2. Where is the driveway for lot 16 and is the fire hydrant going to be close enough to it to be in harms way?
3.
On C-4, the electrical feed from the existing sector on Centennial Bluff Blvd to Duplex Dr. will be single
 phase, 2- 2 1/2" conduits. Please provide correct symbology (change from A to B) to the contractor. 




4.
C-1 shows proposed grading on Tract B around existing primary underground and a three phase pad
 mount transformer that feeds the existing building. CORED approves the grading on Tract C but does
 NOT approve the grading on Tract B. CORED has spoken with the designer and understands that the grading on Tract B is proposed for future development and will be revised prior to submission of a site plan.


Mr. Hensley seconded the motion, passed 10-0.

Rezoning Request by Regions Bank, 313 Vermont Avenue from R-1-C to O-2 and Land Use Plan Amendment from R, Residential to O, Office/Institutional

The rezoning application is submitted by Regions Bank to allow the construction of an ATM adjacent to their bank building located at the corners of the Oak Ridge Turnpike, N. Rutgers Avenue and Vermont Avenue. The subject property was purchased by Heritage Bank, now Regions Financial, in 1994. The house that was located on the lot was demolished in 2002 and the lot is now vacant. Staff recommended approval of the rezoning request. The requested rezoning will unify the zoning of the property owned by Regions Bank. The rezoning is compatible with existing zoning and uses in the area, being an area of mixed zoning transitioning between commercial and residential uses. Single-family homes that were once located on the same side of Vermont Avenue between St. Mary’s and the bank property have been removed or put to other use. The City’s Land Use Plan designates the adjoining property on the east and south as O, Office/Institutional, and the rezoning will result in a small extension of this area. 

Ms. Brown moved to recommend approval of the rezoning of 313 Vermont Avenue from 

(Motion 4)
R-1-C, One-Family Residential to O-2, Office to unify the zoning of the bank property finding the rezoning compatible with the existing mixed uses on Vermont Avenue.



Mr. Hensley seconded the motion, passed 10-0.

Ms. Lever moved to recommend approval of amending the Land Use Plan for 313 

(Motion 5)
Vermont Avenue from R, Residential to O, Office/Institutional.



Mr. Hensley seconded the motion, passed 10-0.

 Rezoning Portion of St. Mary’s Church Property on Vermont Avenue from R-1-C to R-2 

The rezoning was initiated by city staff in order to unify the zoning of the St. Mary’s campus. 

St. Mary’s Church has been located at this site since the 1950’s and has expanded over the years, acquiring lots on Vermont Avenue that were once used for single-family residences. In 1999 St. Mary’s Catholic Church purchased 315 Vermont Avenue. The house on that lot is still standing and being used for after-school daycare. In 2006 St. Mary’s purchased 317 and 319 Vermont Avenue. The two houses on these lots were torn down and replaced with a youth center for St. Mary’s. Other single-family homes on Vermont Avenue that were bordering St. Mary’s have been acquired and removed by the church in the past. The original church area is zoned R-2 and the area along Vermont Avenue where the church has expanded is zoned R-1-C. City staff is recommending unifying the zoning of the St. Mary’s Church property to R-2. 

Mr. Callison moved to recommend approval of rezoning the portion of St. Mary’s Church (Motion 6)
property on Vermont Avenue from R-1-C, One-Family Residential to R-2, 



Low Density Residential to unify the zoning of the church/school campus.



Ms. Lever seconded the motion, passed 10-0.

Modifications to PUD portion of Clark’s Preserve at Burnham Woods to amend open space

Staff recommended approval of a request to remove the pedestrian trail around the detention basin at Clark’s Preserve. The density has been significantly reduced from the original plan and the development is well served by sidewalks. The developer is proposing an alternative of planting native species trees around the detention basin. 

Ms. Lever moved to approve the modification to the PUD portion of Clark’s Preserve at 

(Motion 7)  
Woods by removing the pedestrian trail around the detention basin and as an alternative planting native species trees. 



Ms. Brown seconded the motion, passed 10-0. 

Zoning Ordinance Text Amendment, Article III, Section 3.18

Staff recommended amending the Zoning Ordinance to have the same language regarding the regulation of portable storage containers in the paragraph addressing commercial zoning districts as the paragraph addressing residential zoning districts.

Ms. Lever moved to recommend to City Council amending Section 3.18 of the Zoning (Motion 8)
Ordinance as recommended by staff.



Mr. Hensley seconded the motion, passed 10-0.

Transfer of Lot 28 Park Meade Place to the City of Oak Ridge

Southern Development Enterpises proposes to transfer Lot 28 in Park Meade Place to the City at no cost to the City other than legal and related fees. This is proposed due to the recent landslide above Park Meade Boulevard and the actions necessary to remediate the slide, requiring an easement over a sizable portion of Lot 28. City staff recommended approval.

Mr. Callison moved to recommend approval of the transfer of Lot 28, Park Meade Place to 

(Motion 9)
the City of Oak Ridge.



Ms. Brown seconded the motion, passed 10-0.
