Terry Domm, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.

Summary of Action

Approval of Agenda |
Mr. Hensley moved to add two staff items to the agenda, under Business Items: Setback

(Motion 1)  reduction request for Centennial Bluff; and under Staff Report: Two-lot
resubdivision in Rarity Ridge.

Mr. Callison seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Approval of Minutes -
Mr. Lance moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held June 24, 2010

(Motion 2) with the following amendments: 1. Change spelling of Mead name; 2. Add
campaign signs on agenda; and 3. Correct typo on page two, requested to
abandon right-of-way between Stanton Road and Rand Circle, should add *.

. .staff does NOT see...”

Ms. Brown seconded the motion and it passed, 9-0.

Consent Agenda

The consent agenda was approved by unanimous Vote'thereby approving:

a. Bond Report
b. One year extension; $15,000 Letter of Credit for R & R Enterprises completion of water

& sewer laterals, Parcels 505 & 585.07, Oak Ridge Tpke & Fairbanks Road
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Rezoning: Tax Map 940 Group A Parcel 51.00; 103 Turner Road; approximately .54 acres from
R1C, Single Family Residential in the Manhattan District Overlay to UB-2, Unified General

Business; proposed commercial chain store/restaurant

Staff recommended against the proposed rezoning. The requested rezoning is not consistent with
the Land Use Plan, and is inconsistent with the existing development pattern of property fronting
Turner and Tyson Road. Rezoning would result in one commercial lot located between two
residential lots. Mr. Scarbrough, speaking on behalf of the owner, gave a handout to the
Planning Commission members. He mentioned the request was for a restaurant; and they were
considering adjacent lots, as well, as part of the development. Staff identified rental and owner-
occupied units on both sides of Tyson Road. Ms. Snowden, 100 Tucker Road, spoke against the
proposed rezoning. She requested a copy of the handout, and questioned staff’s report of rental
properties. She said she wants to protect the neighborhood. Claire Johnson, Timbercrest Drive,
manages the property at 113 Tucker Road. She was concerned about the precedent this would

set.

Ms. Lever moved to recommend denial of the proposed rezoning request.

(Motion 2 )
Ms. Shelton seconded the motion and it passed, 9-0.

Rezoning: Tax Map 100A Group C Parcel 15.00 & 16.00; Bus Terminal Road; approximately 4.39
acres from IND-1, Industrial to R-4, High Density Residential; proposed 90-bed assisted living

facility

Staff recommended approval of the requested rezoning. Mr. Allen Porter presented a PowerPoint
presentation about the proposal. He said there would be three stories, with 91 units total, and 21
Alzheimer units. Mr. Paul Snider, 326 Peninsula Road, Harriman, and the owner of Ridgeway
Shopping Center, asked about allowable uses within the R-4 zoning district, and about the clean-
up of the property. Mr. Porter responded to the Brownfield agreement clean-up process to

remediate the property.

Mr. Hensley moved to recommend approval of the requested rezoning,

Ms. Brown seconded the motion, and it passed, 9-0.

Land Use Plan Amendment; Tax Map 100A Group C Parcel 15.00 & 16.00; Bus Terminal Road;

from B, General Business to R, Residential

Ms. Lever moved to recommend approval of the requested Land Use Plan amendment.

(Motion 5)
Mr. Hensley seconded the motion, and it passed, 9-0.
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Bryan Mills (ACHW) spoke to the Planning Commission about the request. Staff is
recommending approval.

Ms. Shelton moved to approve the requested setback change from 25 to 20 feet.

(Motion 6)

Ms. Lever seconded the motion, and it passed, 9-0.

a. City Council actions — Mr. Hensley reported on the abandonment of the ROW between Sanford and
Rand was postponed and sent back to the Greenways committee for a recommendation on whether to
put a walkway there between the two streets.

b Staff Report — Staff reviewed a two-lot resubdivision in Rarity Ridge. The resubdivision has been
approved based on an agreement between Rarity Ridge and the property owner. Also, mention was
made of the Bicycle Advisory Committee meeting on Monday, July 26™.
