Approval of Minutes
Ms. Lever moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held August 26, 2010

Mr. Hensley seconded the motion and it passed, 7-0. Mr. Agle and Ms. Brown were not present. 

Consent Agenda 

The consent agenda was approved by 7-0 thereby approving:  

a. One year extension of bond in amount of $82,440 for Centennial Village, Phase 2A

b. One year extension of bond in amount of $483,618 for Oak Ridge Summit

c. Six-month extension of bond in amount of $715,656 for Rarity Ridge, Phase 8, Sec O

d. One-year bond extension in the amount of $332,000 for Centennial Bluff, Phase I

e. September bond report

Mr. Agle and Ms. Brown were not present.

Business Items
Landscape Alternative Request; Canterfield at Oak Ridge, Bus Terminal Road
The property owner is requesting an alternative to the landscape buffer along the north and west side of the property. Per Section 13.02 (g) Screening 3. Design Standards trasitional screening is required when multi-family residential (R-4 Zoning District) abuts Community Business Districts (B-2 Zoning District). This requires that along the north and west side of the property a Type C Buffer is required, which requires a minium width of 15 feet. The applicant is requesting to reduce the minium width of the buffers, to 10 feet and 11 feet respectively, and instead increase the number of plantings within the buffer areas along the north and west sides of the property. The applicant has provided a letter of explanation which further details this request. Staff recommended approval. 

Ms. Lever moved to approve reducing the landscape buffer on the north and west side 

(Motion 2)
of the Canterfield site from 15 feet wide to 10 and 11 feet wide based upon 

the alternative of increasing the number of plantings by 1.5 times with the inclusion of pine trees.


Mr. Callison seconded the motion, passed 7-0. Mr. Agle and Ms. Brown were not present. 

Rezoning; Heritage Center, Tax Map 30, Parcels 1.01, 1.02, 1.03, 1.07 and ED-8, A, B, C, D and E 
Staff recommended approval of the request to rezone Parcels 1.01, 1.02, 1.03 and 1.07 on Roane County Tax Map 30 and D.O.E. Parcels ED-8 A, B, C, D and E, all in Heritage Center, from F.I.R., Federal Industry and Research to IND-2, Industrial. The zoning ordinance requires that property zoned F.I.R. being transferred from federal ownership to private ownership be rezoned to an appropriate zoning district. The Land Use Plan designates the Heritage Center as Industrial. The past and proposed future uses are compatible with the uses within the IND-2 zoning district. 

Mr. Deardorff, representing the applicant, Heritage Center LLC, stated that it is the desire of Heritage Center LLC to keep a portion of the area being considered for rezoning (front portion of ED-8D west of Heritage Center Blvd and south of Parcel 1.03) as open space. Staff recommended that the area be designated as open space as part of deed restrictions or on a plat instead of zoning the area RG-1, Residential, Open Space and Reserved, which would permit residential development. 

Mr. Hensley moved to recommend approval of the requested rezoning for the above  

(Motion 3) 
listed parcels in Heritage Center from F.I.R. to IND-2 finding the rezoning in compliance with the Land Use Plan and the proposed zoning district compatible with existing and proposed uses.  


Ms. Lever seconded the motion, and it passed, 9-0. Mr. Agle and Ms. Brown arrived during the discussion.
