Consent Agenda 

The consent agenda was approved by 7-0 thereby approving the October bond report.
Business Items
Preliminary Plat; Centennial Bluff Phase III
This preliminary plat provides the design for the road, drainage and utilities for the detached single-family section of Centennial Bluff. This section will have 24 residential lots. Staff finds the preliminary plat in compliance with the approved PUD plan and with subdivision regulations and recommends approval as submitted on October 15, 2010.

Ms. Brown moved to approve the preliminary plat for Centennial Bluff Phase III 

(Motion 3)
(single-family section) finding it in compliance with the PUD plan and subdivision regulations based on staff review.


Mr. Callison seconded the motion, passed 7-0.  

Zoning Ordinance Text Amendments
Copies of the proposed amendments to the Zoning Ordinance were provided to the Planning Commission members. (See attached). The proposed amendments are as follows:


Addition of new Section 9.01, IND-2 Industrial Manhattan District Overlay (IMDO)


Amendment of Section 11.02 to update requirements related to parking for the disabled


Amendment of Section 13.01 and 13.02 to clarify landscape and design standards for 

parking areas.

The new IMDO district is recommended by staff in order to facilitate the transfer of property from the ownership and mission of the Department of Energy to the private sector. The proposed IMDO district applies to existing buildings and deals with bulk requirements and performance criteria. Due to sole ownership by DOE, the buildings as originally constructed did not conform to requirements such as setbacks, required open space, required off-street parking, etc. At the time of construction there were no property lines to observe, therefore as the property is privatized it is not possible to have full compliance with current regulations. The IMDO district provides alternative measures to achieve compliance through off site improvements, cross access easements and identification of shared parking. Staff recommended approval of all amendments.

Ms. Shelton moved to recommend to City Council approval of the proposed text

amendments as presented.


Mr. Callison seconded the motion, and it passed, 7-0.  

Centennial Village Street Name Approval
Mr. John Chilton, developer of Centennial Village is requesting approval of Commons Boulevard as the street name for the entry road from Edgemoor Road to the Village Apartments and the commercial area called The Commons. Staff recommended approval.

Mr. Callison moved to approve the street name of “Commons Boulevard”.
