Consent Agenda 

The request for an extension of the Letter of Credit for Rarity Ridge, Phase 7, Subareas G, I & K was removed from the consent agenda. 

The remaining item on the consent agenda was approved 8-0 thereby approving the November bond report.
Business Items
Capital Improvements Program (CIP)
Mr. Hensley moved to approve the CIP subject to correcting the summary sheet to include (Motion 2)
the Senior Center. 


Mr. Agle seconded the motion, passed 7-1. Mr. Agle voted against the motion.

There was discussion concerning funding for the school administration offices, the pre-school and alternative school. It was recommended that the school district investigate third party financing where a private party would build the needed school facilities and the school district would lease them back.. This is a method that has successfully been utilized for new facilities at the National Laboratory. It was also recommended that the school district continue to look for rental office space for school administration offices. 

Mr. Hensley moved to include in the Chairman’s CIP letter to City Council the recommendation

that the school district look into third party financing for the preschool and 

alternative school. 



Mr. Callison seconded the motion, passed 8-0.

Mr. Callison moved to recommend that the school district investigate renting office space for the

administrative offices.

Ms. Biloski seconded the motion, passed 6-2. Mr. Agle and Mr. Domm voted against the motion.

Letter of Credit Extension for Rarity Ridge Phase 7, Subareas G, I, &K

Staff recommended approving a one year extension of the letter of credit for Rarity Ridge, Phase 7.  It is not expected that there will be any major change in progress at Rarity during the next six months due to weather and the financial climate and therefore a one year time frame before review is recommended. There has been no activity in regards to requests for building permits.
